GarageMate® Microfiber Cloths are built using about 170,000 fibers per square inch. Compare
that to your nicest 400 thread count terrycloth towels and you can understand why these are such
workhorses when it comes to cleaning ability, absorbency and durability. Other microfiber cloths
use far fewer fibers per square inch and as a result they will lack GarageMate® Microfiber Cloth’s
capacity for cleaning and absorption.

In addition to robust construction, the material used in
GarageMate® Microfiber Cloths is made of high-quality “split”
microfibers. As you already know, not all microfiber cloths are
created equal and many do use “split” fibers. A split fiber isn’t
split like how your hair can get split ends. Instead, the end of a
split fiber looks like an asterisk (*) from the end since the fiber

is split several times around its center from end to end. Not all
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microfiber products identify whether or not they are made from split fibers. You can test to ensure

a microfiber towel’s fibers are split by simply running the cloth across the tips of your fingers. Split
fibers will catch or snag on the ridges of your fingerprints.

So now that you understand what you are holding, here are some things to try right now with your

(fabric softener) and ALWAYS dry with a cool temperature setting.

®  Wash in warm soapy water but separate from other fabric materials. The microfiber cloths

will pick up the fabric’s lint in the contaminated water defeating the lint-free quality.
